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Maharashtra Coir Industry Policy 2018

PREAMBLE :-

Coconut tree is known as Kalpvruksh as each and every part of it can be useful for mankind.
Various products such as oil for cooking, nut in the tender form as nourishing drink, coir and coco pith
etc. from the husk are produced from the coconut. Livelihood of the people in coastal areas of the country
including Maharashtra is largely dependent on the coconut tree.

The coir industry is traditional, agro based, export oriented cottage industry that generates large
scale employment. In coir producing states, thousands of cottage industries are manufacturing Coir and
Coir products from the coconut husk. A large number of women from economically weaker sections are
working in this industry. Coir Products are bio degradable and eco-friendly in nature.

At present in the state of Maharashtra, only 1% of the available husk is processed for producing
coir and coir based products. Therefore, thereisa scope for development of coir based industry in the
state. In view of above, the Government intends to introduce a policy for development of coir industry
and coir entrepreneurs.

GOVERNMENT RESOLUTION:-

In order to promote rural entrepreneurship by creating employment opportunities through the
coir industry in the state, cause women empowerment through women entrepreneurship development
through value addition of coir and coco pith based products , promote the use of sustainable and eco-
friendly coir and coir based products within and outside the India, develop domestic and international
market for coir and coir based products, promote plantation of coconut by maximum utilization of coir
husk; the Government hereby gives approval to the ‘ State Coir Industries Development Policy- 2018  for
development of coir industries in the state.

The salient features of the aforesaid policy are as follows :-
1. Scope of policy :-

The Micro, Small & Medium enterprises having Udyog Aadhar Memorandum under the Micro,
Small & Medium Enterprises Development act-2006 and eligible enterprises under package scheme of
incentives 2013 would be eligible for special incentives scheme under this policy.

2. Special incentive scheme :-
(a) Additional benefit under package scheme of incentives
The coir industries in A and B zone will be eligible for benefits available for the industries
in C zone. The coir industries in C and D zone will be eligible for benefits available for
Industries in D+ zone. The industries in D+ and districts with no industries will be eligible for the
benefits available to industries in the naxal affected area
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(b) Special Capital Incentives
Taluka-wise classification under the package scheme of incentives new as well as

expansion MSMEs will be eligible for special capital subsidy at the rate 30% to 35 % on the fixed
capital investment limited to maximum Rs. 50 lakhs. The capital subsidy will be disbursed in five
equal annual installments from the date of commencement of production.

The industries are eligible for capital subsidy under other scheme of state government or
Central government will be eligible for the benefits of the said scheme, however, the total
admissible capital subsidy will be restricted up to 50%.

3. Cluster Development

Under the scheme of Maharashtra state industrial cluster development programme (MSI-
CDP) five common facility centers will be established for coir based MSMEs. They will be provided
assistance in the form of subsidy up to 90 % of the project cost. The funds required setting up
common facility centers would made available from the budgeted provision of Industries
Department.

4. Coir industries incubation, research and development Center
The coir industries, Incubation, research and development Centre will be set up at

(MAHACOIR), Kudal developed by Maharashtra Small Scale industries Development Corporation.

Detail orders incorporating separate guidelines for special incentives scheme, and other
schemes for the present coir policy will be issued separately.

5. State Level Implementing Committee

A State Level Committee comprising following members will be constituted for
implementation, monitoring, resolving the issues and difficulties while implementing the schemes
under the policy:-

1. Development Commissioner ( Industries ) Chairman

2. Managing Director, Member Secretary
Maharashtra Small Scale Industries Development Corporation

3. Chief Executive officer, Member
Maharashtra State Khadi & Village Industries Board

4, Joint Commissioner , GST Commissionerate Member

5.  Joint Director Industries ( MSME ) Member
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The state level committee will decide the qualification, criteria and distribution system
for implementing the said policy and also take decision for improvement of the same.

6. Implementing Agency
Various incentives under Package Scheme of Incentive as well as Cluster development

would be implemented by Directorate of industries and Marketing assistance, Skill &
entrepreneurship development and Incubation and R & D center etc. schemes will be
implemented by Maharashtra Small Scale Industries Development Corporation.

7. Policy validity
The policy will be valid for five years from the date of issue of Government Resolution or

till further orders.
